• Be a registered Girl Scout of Girl Scouts of Eastern South Carolina at time of initial application and 
maintain continued adult Girl Scout membership throughout scholarship period. 

• Plans to attend South Carolina State University, Claflin University, or Orangeburg-Calhoun Technical 
College.  

• Submit a copy of letter of acceptance to chosen college or university with application. 

• Maintain an overall GPA of at least 2.5 (on a 4.0 scale) in high school.   

• Submit a copy of high school transcripts. 

• Have received a composite score of at least 900 on the Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT) or a composite 
score 19 or more on the American College Test (ACT). 

• Submit complete application with required documentation by due date. 

• Girl Scouts of Eastern South Carolina employees are not eligible for this scholarship.
