Show badges and patches on the
Girl Scout uniform (tunic, sash, or
vest). Place the flag patch, council
name patch, and troop numbers

on the front right of the uniform,

in that order, starting at the top.
Badges and Journey awards also go
on the front, starting at the bottom.
On a vest, badges go on the right
and Journey awards on the left. On
a sash, badges go below Journey
awards. Fun patches from trips and
experiences always go on the back.
